Welcome to Earth/Space Science at FPCHS.  During this 18-week course, we will review the scientific method, metric measurement, safety rules, science equipment, and Earth/Space topics such as the Earth’s interior, the crust and weathering, chemistry, history of the earth, oceans/water, atmosphere, and space.  
· Being prepared for class is the key to your success.  Bring your notebook and pen/pencil daily.

· Complete assigned work on time.  Do not copy the work of others (plagiarism=referral).  
· We frequently use math to illustrate earth space science.  You can use calculators, but be sure to show all the work you entered in the calculator with proper units.   No work = no credit.
· Review nightly and become a lifelong learner.
· Practice safety everyday and clean up after yourself.

Class Textbook:  The textbook is Earth Science published by Holt, Rinehart, and Winston.2006 (ISBN 0-03-036364-0).  The textbook (printed version or CD) costs $63.95 if damaged or lost.  

Students can access the Holt online textbook from the class website or http://my.hrw.com/ (username earthspace1 & password 0091).  If you do not have internet, students may sign-out a textbook CD for 1 night, save it on their home computer, and return the CD the next day.

Grades and attendance can be accessed by students and parents through the internet.  More information to come on this new website.

All work will be stamped with the date when submitted.    Work can be turned 1 day late with a parent signature.  This way, parents will know if you are having difficulty completing your work on time and assist you in this area.
Absences:  Work submitted late due to an EXCUSED absence will follow the rules of the Student Handbook (# makeup days = # excused absent days).  If you are absent, you are expected to view the class website to record the missed lesson and print handouts.   
Student Notebook:  Students are required to keep and file all papers in their notebook until the end of the grading period.  The notebook provides a great review tool, demonstrates the curriculum being studied, and monitors student progress in class.  Notebook checks will be counted as a test grade.  Students may empty notebooks at the end of the nine weeks, but keep in mind that the final exam is cumulative.  

Students will receive a sheet of three restroom/locker passes each nine weeks.  Students who return the full sheet of unused passes (3) will be rewarded with 3 excused assignments and 10 bonus points on a test.  If a student must use one of their passes, teacher will date & sign the handout, and issue the student a hall pass.  Students must complete the Sign In & Out Sheet on the door.  No passes first and last 15 minutes of class.
Classroom Rules

1.  Be prepared for class everyday.

2.  Act appropriately- no horseplay will be tolerated.  

3.  Pay attention to directions.

4.  Treat people and property respectfully.
5.  Wait for teacher to dismiss you from class.

6.  Clean up after yourself.
