Phases of the Moon Graph-
1. Read 28.2 (p730-732) in the textbook.
2. Using the handout “Fraction of the Moon Illuminated, 2007”, find the data for the current month or copy data table from teacher.  Source:  http://aa.usno.navy.mil/
3. This data represents the amount of light which is illuminated from the moon in the form of a decimal.  (1.0=full moon & 0=new moon).

4. Label the x axis with the independent variable and units used.  Circle the highest number for this variable on the data table.  Number the x axis on the graph from 0 to highest value.
5. Under the current month on the data table, circle the largest value.  This is the maximum value you will plot on the y axis.  Label the dependent variable on the graph. No units are used.
6. Number the y axis from 0 to the highest value using equal increments.  Use as much of the graph paper as possible. 
7. Construct a line graph representing the monthly illumination data vs. time.  Plot the data points for the current month.  Each point represents the illumination at midnight for each date.
8. Connect the data points to construct a sine graph.  (Overall graph looks like a sideways “s”).  The moon phases represent a repeating cycle.
9. Label data point (Illumination = 1.0) as “Full Moon”. Draw a label line with a ruler to the exact point (1.0) of this phase & print label horizontally.
10. Label data point (Illumination = 0) as “New Moon”. Draw a label line with a ruler to the exact point of this phase & print label horizontally.
11. Label all 8 phases of the moon cycle on the graph based on the illumination data and the textbook description.  (hint:  what phase is exactly between full moon and new moon at .50?).    Be sure label lines point to exact illumination for phase based on numerical values.  Phases do not start at midnight; can occur in between previously plotted points.
12. Draw a diagram of each phase on the graph by its label.  Use textbook for assistance.
Describe the moon phase for tonight’s date.
